What? 


TIPS is a statewide internship program for youth ages 16+ (in school and out-of-school). Students can apply or are referred for the program by guidance counselors/teachers.  Internships are unpaid for 40 hours with a local business or non-profit organization. Students gain ½ academic credit for completion.  Programs are happening in Chittenden County, Franklin/Grand Isle Counties, Rutland County, Bennington County, and Central Vermont.





How?


Students attend a 20-hour pre-employment class focused on 21st century skill building to prepare for an internship.  The class is run by a TIPS Coordinator or a school liaison. The coordinator aids the student in setting up an internship. An internship training plan is created outlining goals and objectives.  There is a mid-way and final evaluation.  Many internships turn into paid employment for youth! 


   	Why? 


Because the best learning occurs by doing!  Students have an opportunity to experience a real work environment in a field of their interest.  They are able to connect what they are learning in school to the real-world and make informed decisions about their future education and training.
